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Description

"Don’t hate, what you don’t understand" The project will be implemented in Poronin/Zakopane, 16-24.03.2019. 35 participants and leaders aged 18-25 years old  will participate in the exchange from Greece, Slovakia, Turkey, Spain and Poland. People participating in the project are actively working within their organizations, and in everyday life they are witnesses and sometimes even addressees of discriminatory actions or hate speech. Each group will include 6 participants and 1 leader. The 
project addresses such issues as: human rights, tolerance, migration crisis, hate speech. The aim of project activities is to sensitize young people to the phenomena of discrimination, xenophobia or aggressive, offensive language on the Internet and other mass media. The meeting of young people from different backgrounds is to foster communication between nations, to create attitudes of tolerance and respect for diversity. Workshops, discussions, physical activities, integration games, presentations, educational visit and meetings during the exchange are to equip us with new competences and skills that in the long term will serve our organizations and the local community. During the exchange, a lapbook will be created, encompassing particular issues covered each day. After the end of the project, it will be presented in all partner countries. Documents from the exchange will also include a film showing the work of young people and interviews with participants. It will be presented in the local communities of partner countries and available on the internet through social networking sites and YouTube. Activities undertaken as part of the project, as well as its results, will be promoted on the websites of our organizations and others that operate in the field of human rights protection and the No Hate Speech Movement. The project is to show that the differences between us are an opportunity to gain positive experiences, and the possibility of joint creative work is a value in itself.
